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$2,900 was given to the
Neighborhood Watch
program to purchase
gifts for the block
captains.

Learning Exchange

$1,000 grant was given
to develop classes for
adults with disabilities
on personal safety.

Normandale College
Scholarship

$4,000 grant was given
to the Normandale
Community College
Foundation to provide a
$2,000 scholarship to
one Bloomington
student majoring in
criminal justice in the
fall and another grant in
the spring.

$1,400 grant to provide
education on available
resources to keep
families safe at home.

$800 grant given to the
Bloomington ISD to
help with a variety of
after school activities
for students who might
normally go home to an
empty house.

$1,200 was given to the
Bloomington Police
Explorer Post.

$1,500 grant was given
to build new K-9 agility

equipment. This will be
built at the new training
facility.

National Night Out

$7,000 grant was given
to help pay for the most
successful one night
event that promotes
public crime awareness.

Peace Factors

$6,500 grant to provide

KidOs Safari staff so they

can teach students and
their families how to
make good decisions
and live in peace.

Cornerstone

$10,000 grant to serve
families in the
emergency shelter.
Adults and
preschoolers will
receive classes to help

stop the cycle of abuse.

Kennedy HS After School
programs

$5,000 grant given to
fund afterschool
programs that will keep
students busy and safe.

Playground Partnership
Program

$10,000 will continue
and expand this
successful program.
This PlIs the gap
between the end of
school and the
beginning of summer
programs. It provides a
safe haven for children
K-5th grade.
